They are just some of the 324 active hams and 23 immortal hams that present themselves on 1468 pages on this CD.
The motto is ”Behind every call is an interesting person” and here hams tell you about their DXpeditions, their personal and/or professional life, their interests outside ham radio, etc.
With 1468 pages and more than 1000 photos this 5 000 hours project corresponds to four books of a normal size making it obvious why this is a CD and not a book!
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The 90 MB PDF-file makes it very easy to search for information and to magnify photos to look for details - not forgetting magnifying the text for those of us who find the text in many books too small!

For those, who prefer to read the text on paper, a text file without the photos is included on the CD. This way, you can print the text and watch the photos on the monitor. 
 A DL-ham has had the entire contents printed in full colors. He says, it was expensive, but worth the money! 
Some have chosen to read everything from the start, but most hams probably search for the stories that interest them the most, especially to read about the ham they just worked! Others use the CD as an encyclopedia or they just browse through it. One nice way is to exchange tips with your friends; "Don't miss the story by XX9ZZ!"

Chapter 1: 
On 80 pages, 17 hams tell about their outstanding job combining rescue work and ham radio. In India this is described as HAM = Help All Mankind.
Chapter 2
235 pages devoted to hams telling us about 28 recent DXpeditions. How would you feel, ending your DXpedition on your knees with a gun pointed at you and seeing the robbers take your transceiver and your money? Or how about getting your transceiver from customs - the day after the contest?, etc…
Chapter 4
Here we meet 324 active hams on 1066 pages. Why did those hams behind the Iron Curtain lose their licenses? Why do some hams have such outstanding signals? Do you know how skillful those young hams are?, etc…
Chapter 5
These 23 hams are silent keys, but they will never be forgotten!

Some of the highlights of Ham Radio through the years on 28 pages.
